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Dear Friends, 
 
WE ARE NOW IN OUR NEW 
PROPERTY AT 98 OLD MOUNT 
BARKER ROAD, STIRLING 
EAST. 
The first truck loads of equipment 
arrived on Monday 28th October 
and I was so excited as I saw them 
come in the gate.  On board were 
105 excellent hospital beds 
collected from the Queen 
Elizabeth, Hillcrest Hospital and 
Pinnaroo Hospital.  

 
First load arrives at the new shed. 
 
For once we had room to store 
them - and more! We are so 
amazed at the huge increase in 
space and some of us wept in 
gratitude that God would give us 
such wonderful premises. 

 
Beds to unload 
 
Since then Bob and Pat Tremlett 
and the shed team have worked 
very hard transferring gear from 

our previous premises and setting 
up the new. They have spent 
hours scrubbing out the place, 
cleaning windows and laying 
carpet.

In a separate building we have a 
large kitchen/meeting room, an 
office for Graham May our aid co-
ordinator (who is doing a fantastic 
job) and a big area for Trevor Ellis 
to sort the tons of school books 
which have come in. Bob has done 
a major job cleaning up the 
grounds and we are hoping to do a 
bit of painting to further spruce up 
the place. 
 
What is important is that now we 
can more effectively run our aid 
program and send out even more 
shipping containers. 
 
With the expansion of the 
premises, we are praying for an 
increase in finance to cover the 
rent each month, fund the extra 
containers and purchase goods to 
include in them. 
 
There has been a noticeable 
increase in the quality of 

equipment we are receiving – surely 
a blessing from the Lord whose 
heart is always for the poor and 
underprivileged.

Zambia 
On September 28 we packed 
another 40ft container for Zambia. 
On board were 16 bales of clothing, 
21 hospital beds and mattresses, 13 
rolls of new material, 9 medical 
lifters, a humidi crib, crutches and 
walking sticks and so forth plus 768 
boxes (our highest number yet) of 
clothes, food, clinical supplies, 
hardware, toys, craft, school and 
household supplies. It was sent to 
Bishop Evans Chibesakunda of 
Grace Ministries Mission, our aid 
partner in Zambia.

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Thank you to all who donated 
goods or finance towards this 
container. When we packed it we 
only had $3000 in our bank 
account and we knew that within 
days we needed $12000 to pay for 
it. This walk gets very scary!  The 
money started to flow in but on the 
day we had to pay the shipping 
company (so that we could receive 
the Bill of Lading to post to our 
overseas partner) we were $2000 
down. We had no choice but to 
borrow the money from another 
source. A week later a cheque 
came for the remaining amount. 
 
Walking through the financial 
pressures takes wisdom, boldness 
and a lot of courage!  
We are learning deeper lessons in 
faith. Whenever a cheque or cash 
donation comes in we experience 
a sense of relief and gratitude to 
those who have given. While we 
are grateful for all the clothing and 
other items donated, it is the 
sacrificial offering of finance that 
so blesses us . I am not taking 
away from the kindness of those 
who often travel some distance to 
give us goods, but without the 
finance the aid would never reach 
the people who desperately need 
it. 
 
East Timor 
On November 16 we packed our 
first container at our new site. It 
was our 35th shipping container 
since we began in1992, and our 
second to East Timor.

The contents included 22 bales of 
clothing, 46 school desks, 104 
school chairs, 9 blackboards and 
13 porcelain sinks. YWAM in Dili 
asked us for lecture chairs (called 
Pallet chairs here) and so with only 
days to go Graham May started 

ringing around and visiting places 
with initially no results. He decided 
to press in and praise God was 
given 43 from two different 
campuses in Adelaide. We get 
very excited when the Lord 
answers our prayers like that. 
A.G.M. 
At our AGM on Oct 19 Simon 
Moore shared how he had visited 
YWAM in East Timor and met the 
orphans to whom some of our aid 
had been distributed.  
Delma Ireland reported on being in 
the Philippines working as a nurse 
when our 40ft container of medical 
supplies arrived earlier this year 
and Annette Blackett spoke of her 
few weeks at Maforga Christian 
Mission in Mozambique looking 
after the toddlers. We were 
inspired by all the reports and of 
how effective the labours of our 
hands are in countries where 
poverty is a way of life that we 
cannot comprehend. 
 
Joseph Anointing 
Much of the recent blessing upon 
our work has come with the 
release of what we call the ‘Joseph 
anointing’. I will write more about 
this in our House of Prayer 
newsletter. There is a gifting from 
God to enable us far beyond our 
capabilities to look after those in 
severe need, just as God used 
Joseph in Egypt to see grain 
stored up during seven good years 
in order to feed several nations 
during seven years of drought. 
Australia has been granted a 
Joseph anointing from the Lord to 
assist the poorer nations. We need 
to listen carefully to what the Lord 
is saying to us in the midst of our 
current drought. 
In Ethiopia, where 15 million 
people will soon die unless the 
world intervenes, there are no farm 
subsidies during times of drought 
as there are here. 
The Ethiopians expect to go 
through the agonies of starving to 
death or dying from thirst. Even the 
children know this is the likely 
outcome because that has been 
the country’s past experience in 
drought. Lord have mercy! 
 
The Mission Shop 
As reported in our previous 
newsletter, for  some years now 
we have asked the Lord for a shop 

to help us raise money for the poor 
in other nations. I was so sure it 
would come to pass, and had a little 
label “The Mission Shop” that I 
would put out when selling the odd 
garment at House of Prayer. 
 

The Mission Shop at Aldgate 
 
We are now greatly excited to 
announce that our shop is now 
open! It looks stunning! It is situated 
just west of the Post Office at 
Aldgate. Rosalie Lewis, with much 
help from her husband Roger, and 
the rest of her team has worked 
hard to set it up. 
 
Please pray and encourage our 
volunteers as they step out in this 
big new venture! We are selling 
good clothing, arts and crafts, 
jewellery, furniture and whatever 
else the Lord sends along to us!  We 
need more helpers to keep it open 
six days a week.

East facilities.  This 20 foot 
container is destined for the 
YWAM base in Dili, East Timor – 
we hope that it will arrive before 
Christmas!  After many months of 
waiting it was very exciting to be 
given permission to take 
possession of the former ETSA 
Utilities Depot at 98 Old Mt Barker 
Road.  The team of shed 
volunteers has worked tirelessly to 
clean the facilities, to collect, sort 
and arrange items that have been 
held at a range of “temporary” 

locations and to establish an 
orderly and most professional 
operation.  The new facilities are 
abuzz with mission activities and it 
has been wonderful to see new aid 
items start to flow in. Plans are 
now well advanced for the opening 
of “The Mission Shop” – keep in 
touch for details! 
 
I believe that the Lord is extending 
our work and opening new 
opportunities to bless the peoples 
of the world.  We are a truly rich 
Nation that is well placed to 
facilitate a mighty out pouring of 
support and love into the third 
world.  The Lord is preparing His 
people with a “Joseph” anointing – 
what a special thing it is for 
Mission World Aid to be extending 
the boundaries of the camp at this 
time.   So many Australians seem 
to take the blessings of our Nation 
for granted – our society has 
become very selfish and self-
centred.
