For some years the Board of Mission World Aid has been praying for a shop so that we could turn all the 
bric-a-brac and good clothing and furniture that we are given into finance for the nations.  
And now it’s happening! 
The shop we are hoping for is situated in the Aldgate Shopping Centre just down the road from our House of 
Prayer office. It is a small but very attractive shop that used to be an old barn before it was renovated. We think it 
is charming, and for us it is another humble birth in a stable. The best visions start that way! 
Rosalie Lewis has offered to be the co-ordinator of this exciting new venture. Rosalie pioneered all our medical 
aid some years ago which is now oversighted by Bev Byass. Rosalie has previously had experience in retail and 
managing staff and we think she will do a great job. To keep the shop open Monday to Saturday we need 22 
volunteers each week, as follows.

2 people from 10-1pm 
2 people from   1-4pm 
SATURDAY 
2 people from 9.30-11.30am

To stock the shop we are looking for clothing in excellent condition, furniture and good art and craft items. We also 
are needing a team that will do up old furniture at our ETSA site to sell in the shop. 
AND THERE’S MORE GREAT NEWS! 
We have now taken possession of the ETSA property! The shed team has been busy with brooms, mops and 
buckets cleaning it out and preparing it ready for us to move what aid is left in our present shed (and other sheds 
in the hills) over to it. 
Hallelujah! We are all greatly rejoicing. This is a big breakthrough. We will be able to operate a lot more efficiently 
with the huge increase in space. 
As you can imagine, the new leases on the ETSA property and on the shop means that we are believing the Lord 
for a considerable increase in finance to pay these rents, in addition to the rent we already pay on our House of 
Prayer buildings in Aldgate. 
Last year we took it upon ourselves to pray the prayer of Jabez found in 1 Chronicles 4:10. 
“Jabez cried out to the God of Israel, “Oh that you would bless me and enlarge my territory! Let your hand be upon 
me and keep me from harm so that I will be free from pain. And God granted his request.” 
Our prayer was a plea to God to enlarge our territory so that we could bear fruit to alleviate the pain and suffering 
of others. God has responded by giving us the big ETSA site and now also a shop. In the ten years 
that we have been running mission World Aid we have constantly seen the Father’s heart for the poor. May it be 
our heart.
