So she was able to 
give me a first hand account of 
where all the aid went, and of the 
wonderful effect it had on the 
people. 
 
I just love divine appointments 
like that. We have so much 
affirmation that this work is in the 
Father’s will.

Containers  
With future containers we are 
sending a disposable camera to 
have a better visual record of the 
response and use of the goods 
we send. We are planning on 
sending containers to Fiji, the 
Solomon Islands, East Timor, 
and Israel. We may also send 
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containers to Gabon and the 
Philippines. 
 
Fiji 
A 40 foot container is to be 
packed for Fiji on Saturday 8 
March with hospital beds and 
clinic supplies, to assist the 
Fijians after the cyclone 
devastation. 
 
 
Solomon Islands 
A 20 foot container is scheduled 
for packing at the end of 
March/early April, with the 
following items needed: clothes, 
food (rice, canned food, noodles, 
tinned fish, salt), medicine, 
household items (pots, plates, 
spoons, cups, beddings), 
agriculture and carpentry tools 
(hoe, fork, spade, rake, saw, 
hammer, etc). 
 
Solomon Islanders need our help 
as over 700 villages have been 
destroyed by civil war. People’s 
gardens are destroyed (i.e. their 
food source) and some are living 
in the jungle where women are 
having their babies. Schools and 
clinics have closed. 
 
There is an urgent need for tents 
to provide temporary shelter for 
the many homeless victims of the 
violence in the Solomons. 
Matthias Eddi, our representative 
at Honiara, has 20 people 
seeking refuge in his house at 
present. 
 
Does anyone have tents in their 
sheds that they no longer use 
and would be willing to donate to 
this vital humanitarian need?

Through contacts made by Jenny 
Hagger when in Israel last 
September, a way has been 
found to send in a container of 
aid.  
 
Joseph Storehouse, run by 
Messianic Jews Barry and Batya 
Segal, provides aid to the 
poorest in the country, both Jew 
and Arab. They are keen to get 
pharmaceutical supplies, hospital 
beds and good clothing. 
 
East Timor 
 
Preparations 
Our Aid Administrator, Graham 
May, has been hard at work over 
January and February preparing 
for sending containers during 
2003. He collected over 40 
pallets to help keep the shed 
storage in order. About 100 wool 
bales were collected from Pope 
Packaging to fill with the influx of 
clothes that have been donated. 
In addition the following goods 
have been obtained: 
·  Office furniture from the 

University of South Australia 
·  Ambulance mattresses and 

medical supplies from Dr Pohl 
·  Two ECG machines from Dr 

Peter Ford 
·  Clothes, beds and a wardrobe 

from Peter Kahrimanis 
 
Coral May has been busy 
sending out letters of 
appreciation. 
 
A working bee was held to tidy 
up the “Skillshare site” ready for 
future furniture garage sales of 
furniture that has been donated. 
Because we are now pressed for 
space, we ask that no more 
furniture be donated until 
further notice.  
 
Modbury Heights High School 
has 40 student desks and chairs 
available for collection. The 
Queen Elizabeth Hospital has 
notified us that another 100 
hospital beds are available. 
Graham had prayed for 
mattresses and soon after the 
QEH rang him to say 140 
mattresses would be available in 
March. Praise the Lord for His 
provision! 

 
The workers in the shed are busy 
every Wednesday sorting and 
storing the goods. The collection 
bin needs to be emptied 
frequently. Bob and Pat Tremlett 
praise God for the abundance of 
goods they have received so that 
MWA can bless needy people. 
They are considering having a 
special working bee on a 
Saturday where a larger group 
can assist in eliminating the 
backlog of goods that need 
sorting and storing. 
 
Goods for the shop should be left 
at the shed rather than taken 
direct to the shop. 
 
Reports of past containers 
 
East Timor 
Graham May has received an 
Overseas Partner’s Report from 
Anabel de Souza Lima of YWAM 
in Dili for our first container to 
East Timor. They received it on 
25 August 2002. The 20 foot 
container contained medical 
equipment and medicines, 
education equipment (including 
desks) and books, clothing, 
household goods, food and craft 
supplies. 
 

 
 
Packing container for East Timor 

 
The aid was separated 
specifically for those who were 
receiving it. All clinical supplies 
were sent to the local hospital. 
Boxes and bags were given to 
various mission groups to deliver 
to families with whom they work. 
Clothing and shoes were 
displayed at the YWAM base and 
local community and church 
members were encouraged to 
select items for their families. 
Other items were taken to 
villages and given out there. 
Bags of clothing were taken 
directly to an orphanage for them 
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to sort out and allocate. The aid 
was distributed at the following 
towns: Dili, Likidu Same, Baucau, 
Atauro and Weberek. 
 
In December we received a 
further Overseas Partner’s 
Report from Lucia de Olivera 
Silva, the Acting Director of 
YWAM in Dili for our second 
container to East Timor. They 
received it on 18 December 
2002. This 20 foot container 
contained medicines, books, 
clothing, food and bicycles. 
 

 
 

Cleaning hospital bed 
 

The aid was distributed to other 
Christian missionary organiza- 
tions – Christian Vision, AME and 
World Vision. The leaders of the 
missions received the aid and 
gave it to the villagers in their 
respective villages. They were 
distributed at Dili, Same and 
Atauro. YWAM often share things 
and work together with the other 
groups. The bicycles were given 
to their neighbours and the 
educational equipment will be 
distributed amongst the local 
schools and orphanage with 
whom YWAM works. 
 
Dianne McClelland from Albury 
was in Dili when the container 
was unpacked and was involved 
in outreach to the villages. She 
reported that the spirit of 
generosity breaks the spirit of 
greed over the place. The giving 
of MWA goods to the many 
missions in Dili help to build 
bridges. Her comments included: 
·  Received the shoes – 

children’s especially 
appreciated, woolly hats, 
jumpers, educational supplies 
for children – wooden blocks 
etc – all a high priority. 

·  Craft – fabric and thread was 
excellent. 

·  Condition of clothing 
excellent. 

·  Small packing bags were 
great. 

·  Rugs were excellent. 
·  The heaps of baseball caps 

were excellent – given to 
people coming to an Alpha 
course. 

·  They gave out clothing at a 
meeting and the word got 
around and thousands turned 
up. 

·  The toys were great. 
·  Medical supplies were 

excellent. 
 
Suggestions – pictures 
(calendars etc) with maps and 
pictures of other countries and 
animals. 
 
Could do with more: 
·  Embroidery cotton and 

material. 
     Baseball caps. 
·  Pencils, rulers, rubbers and 

office equipment. 
 
Philippines 
Lucy Longden, the Missions 
Manager at Cebu Missionary 
Foundation in the Philippines 
wrote to Graham thanking him 
and MWA team “for their 
fantastic work and effort in 
sending this container of 
equipment to Bais City. We 
ourselves have been super 
abundantly blessed by the quality 
of equipment and the specifics of 
God’s provision for us here 
through your mission”. 
 
Lucy wrote about three examples 
of the use made of the items we 
sent: 
·  We are currently caring for a 

young man that was seriously 
burned by his mother in an 
horrific act of rage - he has 
need of a certain size of 
gloves for the changing of his 
dressings. We have been 
supplying these and on the 
shipment was a whole box full 
of them – exactly the right 
size! 

·  The blankets – we had 
enough to distribute to the 
prison for the ladies who are 
forced, through terrible 
overcrowding, to sleep on the 
concrete floor with nothing but 
their clothing. They were so 

blessed at the fact that 
someone on the other side of 
the world had made them with 
their own hands! It is truly the 
power of the love of God in 
action. 

·  The schooling materials – 
praise God we have just 
commenced an intensive 
education program for the 
children living on the rubbish 
dump sites here – we were in 
need of books and materials 
etc. You guessed it – 
everything we needed was on 
that shipment! To God truly 
be the glory. Thank you so 
very much. 

 
In another email that Graham 
received from Delma and Lucy 
they wrote: 
“Just to add to this, Lucy (on 
behalf of a Rotary Club of which 
she is Secretary) organised a 
team to reconstruct the 
Obstetrics and Nursery Ward at 
the Government hospital over the 
Christmas and New Year time. It 
was great to be able to use the 
beds that were sent from 
Australia. They were a real 
blessing. During the time the 
ward was shut the patients were 
sent to another hospital and 
there were four mothers and 
babies to one bed. Can you 
imagine the heat and closeness? 
Would not be heard of in the 
West eh!!” 
 
Mission World Aid received a 
Certificate of Appreciation from 
the City of Bais: 
“for valuable services and works 
of charity rendered to the Local 
Government Unit of Bais City, 
Negros Oriental, Philippines, 
under the Administration of 
Mayor Hector “Tata” C 
Villanueva, that resulted in the 
donation of various hospital 
equipments and medical supplies 
to the Bais District Hospital 
through Ms Lucy Longden, 
Managing Director, Cebu 
Missionary Foundation in the 
Philippines, Inc.” 
 
The certificate was signed by Dr 
Virgilio Sienes, the Chief of the 
Hospital, Dr Chuchita Villapando, 
Cith Health Officer, and Mayor 
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Hector Villanueva, the City Mayor.
