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During 2009 Mission World Aid sent a 40 foot 
container of aid to Pastor Kelvin Shinga, the 
Director of Hands of Hope Foundation in Lu-
saka, the capital of Zambia.

The container included 36 bales of clothes, 8 
sewing machines, 12 computers, 1 piano, 12 
hospital beds & mattresses, furniture, and 476 
boxes  of assorted goods plus hundreds of 
plastic bags of clothes and pairs of shoes by 
the dozen as loose packing.

During the 12 months from July 2009 to June 
2010 we have sent off nine shipping contain-
ers: two to Uganda and one each to Israel, the 
Philippines, Sierra Leone, Tanzania and the 
Congo, plus two to the Sudan, neither of 
which has yet arrived at their destinations. A 
third container for the Sudan has been 
packed, waiting for a route to the Sudan to be 
established. In addition we have sent off two 
consignments of four compressed woolbales 
of clothing to PNG. A second container for 
Israel is almost completed. 
 
The Congo container is en route to an area 
which recently suffered a terrible disaster 
when over 200 people were incinerated when 
a petrol tanker rolled and exploded.

Pastor Shinga’s Hands of Hope foundation 
ministers to children, orphans and youth 
among the most marginalised rural areas.  
 
He distributed goods from the container to 
many communities. Ministry of Health officials 
received the hospital beds, theatre and medi-
cal equipment. Some of the equipment was 
not available elsewhere in Zambia including 
an item which was among their “most wanted”.  
 
Tables, uniforms, books and toys were do-
nated for schools, inspiring many children to 
“develop a zeal for school.”

Churches including choirs benefited from uni-
forms provided. Sewing and knitting machines 
are being used for income generation through 
micro-economic assistance to the needy so 
that they can establish small businesses.  
 
Computers and printers will be used to provide 
school-going children with computer skills. 
 
Many children had few clothes or blankets and 
are now clothed and with their own blankets.

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Because of the ban on plastic bags in super-
markets, MWA is desperate to receive such 
bags. Recently one of our team was in a 
clothes shop at Burnside and found they had a 
large bag of plastic bags that were to be 
thrown out. She arranged with the shop to 
phone when they have a large bag of bags to 
collect.  
 
Anyone who can collect plastic bags for MWA 
will be greatly appreciated. 
 
The MWA team has nearly completed packing 
our tenth container to Israel where the Joseph 
Project  distribute the goods through its 30 
distribution centres across Israel, benefiting 
both Israelis and Arabs. Poverty is high in 
many areas of Israel and the goods MWA 
sends are a real blessing.
