ARRIVAL OF CONTAINER ON MANUS ISLAND 
 
In October 2008, Mission World Aid sent a 40 foot con-
tainer to Manus Island, which lies to the north of Papua 
New Guinea. However the container was held up for a 
year by a dispute between two families that operate the 
customs in Lae. Following its release (by a Christian 
who intervened) the container reached Manus Island 
where it was received by Dr Bruce King.  

Manus Island, north of PNG 

Jim Parker, an Australian missionary in PNG, has writ-
ten the following account of receiving and distributing 
the goods from the container:- 
 
“As you read this, imagine the feelings of deep appre-
ciation of God’s people on Manus Island who have re-
ceived help and encouragement through the Mission 
World Aid team. 
 
There are people who pack and send, and there are 
people at the receiving end who unpack and distribute 
supplies to those who are needy.   
 
Here Dr. Bruce King ventures into the Manus Island 
container which arrived after being in Bond for over a 
year at Customs in Lae.

Bishop Telesphore Ntashimikiro, the recipient of the 
MWA sixth container to Burundi, has reported the distri-
bution of its goods.  
 
The container included 78 hospital beds and mat-
tresses, examination table, X-ray equipment, 5 wheel-
chairs, 7 walkers, and 312 boxes of assorted goods. It 
was sent to Bishop Telespore in early 2010. 
 
“Your donation reached us when the population in Bu-
rundi are in great need of medical, economic assis-
tance, due to many years of war. 
 
Our country now is in its phase of reconstruction in vari-
ous aspects, being its economy, infrastructures, spiritu-
ality, emotions.
